Be a responsible parent by supporting your values with care, honesty and respect 
 
Responsible parents: 
 Share your values with care, honesty and respect 
 
Parents! Act early! 
Connect, support, and provide accurate information to your children about your family 
values and sexuality 
 
“Show kids you care by sharing your values on Sex” or “ Show kids you care by sharing 
your values” 
 
Let’s talk today about tomorrow; Equipping you with skills to make positive life choices”

Group Messages 
 

• Support your values in a respectful, caring and honest way 
• Be honest, respectful and responsible with your values 
• Support your values by being caring, responsible, and honest 
• Parents are responsible to show honesty, care and respect to support their youth’s 

values 
• Parents must begin early in their child’s life to teach about sexuality and their 

values associated with it 
• Having correct information is crucial in talking with you child 
• Act at home and impact your community 
• Connect with your kids, provide them information about sex and sexuality 
• Do all you can to help the person you are trying to talk to when they don’t always
